FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

Dear Parishioners,

Greetings from Guatemala! Well, actually I'm writing this in New
Jersey before | left, but am hopeful that by the time you are
reading this letter that | am actually in Guatemala, along with
Richard Johnson, Regina Finn and Grissele Camacho, having a
great trip on behalf of all of you! | have been looking forward to
this trip (my sixth!, our seventh!) since it has now been more than
a year (!) since | was last in Guatemala. Of course, we did send a
parish delegation last March, but | wasn't able to join that trip due
to the repairs being done on our building! It is always good to
return and visit our friends. The people we partner with have
always been very kind and welcoming and provide wonderful
hospitality. Of course, we do actually work while we're there! We
will be meeting with the 49 people who have taken out loans
through Amistad y Fe, loans which will be repaid in just a few
short days. We are once again expecting that most, if not all, of
these loan recipients will be repaying their loans on time, which is
something almost unheard of in micro-finance! We'll also begin
planning for the next round of loans, which will hopefully be
disbursed in the next month or two. But of course, Amistad y Fe
isn’t really about money, it is about the friendship and faith we
share, and the investment we are making in each other’s lives.
Amistad y Fe has also been a powerful means for the community
of La Morena to grow closer to one through formation sessions,
community service projects and participation in savings groups.

During this trip we will also be seeking to deepen and broaden
the partnership we have with the parish of Santa Cruz. We will
meet with their pastor, Padre Juan and his pastoral council. We
will also travel to several other aldeas which comprise the parish
to meet with more of their parishioners and to learn more about
their lives in the places where they live. Be sure to follow the
progress of our trip on our parish website, and know that we will
share many good things with you upon our return!

Within this bulletin you will find an invitation to a celebration, open
to all adult parishioners, on Friday, January 27t, in celebration of
me being honored by our Holy Father with the title Chaplain to
His Holiness. As I've mentioned before, | believe that all of you
share in this honor, and so I'm hopeful that you'll be able to join in
this celebration, even if it's just for a short time! Contact the
parish office to let us know if you're coming, and then plan on a
great celebration on Friday, January 27t!

As you heard last week, we’re now restarting our youth ministry!

OUR DELEGATION IS IN
GUATEMALA!

We are visiting friends! The four-member
team —Monsignor Robert Medley, Richard
Johnson, Griselle Camacho; and Regina Finn
are in the Diocese of Santa Rosa de Lima and
working with our sister parish of Santa Cruz,
Chiquimulilla this Saturday, January 14 - to
Wednesday, January 18.

Here is a glimpse of the delegates’ itinerary:

= Saturday, they touch down in Guatemala
City, will meet with Father Raul Monterossa,
head of Santa Rosa’s Catholic Charities
Solidarity Team and then share dinner with
Reverend Padre Juan José Jiménez, pastor
of Santa Cruz, José Roel Peralta, who
works on the diocesan level, and Boris
Tuchez Rosales, the program administrator
in Guatemala is responsible for the day-to-
day operations of Amistad y Fe.

= Sunday morning our delegates will began
their day with  Monsignor  Robert
concelebrating Mass in Santa Cruz, travel to
La Morena and spend the afternoon
traveling the aldea. Mass will be celebrated
again in La Morena by Monsignor Robert.

= Monday, the delegates return to La Morena
and visit the coffee plantations where some
of the loan recipients work. Later in the day,
they will share an open dialogue with some
of the loan recipients and see how loans
have affected their individual families’ lives
and their community.

= Tuesday, the delegates will tour three other
aldeas that are part of the parish of Santa
Cruz: San Miguel Aroche, Tierra Blanquita,
La Faja. Early in the evening, a first for a
delegation — Skype meeting between the
parish of Santa Cruz and the
representatives here at Queenship of Mary.
Later on they will meet and dine with the
Pastoral Council of Santa Cruz,
Chiquimulilla and connect on a parish-to-
parish level.

= Wednesday, before they return home the
delegates will meet Padre Juan José and
Boris, and then head for the airport.

Prof. Rodney Stark wrote a book titled The Rise of
Christianity to understand how it was possible for the
Christian faith to Christianize the Roman Empire in just
300 short years. He concludes that Christians,
somewhat wealthy and living in urban centers, were able
to care for many less fortunate persons. Stark says that
the principle that Christians may not please God unless
they love one another is a revolutionary understanding.
Today, we have the same opportunity to re-Christianize
our post-modern society by feeding the hungry; giving
drink to the thirsty; clothe the naked; shelter the
homeless; visit the sick; visit those in prison and bury
the dead.

Helping a person in distress is not being a "good guy",
but our vocation. For disciples of Jesus, it is much
deeper than that. It is for us "serving Jesus". We are to
be a reflection of the God of Mercy! We are to be the
salt of the earth, the light of the world. Jesus teaches us
that pity for the others is a trait of the children of God.
