Dear Parishioners,

We’re back from Guatemala! | thank you for your prayers and interest during the 5 days we were once again visiting our
friends at the parish of Santa Cruz, Chiquimulilla and the community of La Morena.

Our trip went very well and | am pleased to let you know that our friendship and affection continues to deepen with each
visit! While you were here in the cold and rain, we were faced with bright sun and blue sky each day of our visit, but the
warmth of the welcome and hospitality we were shown and the smiles on so many faces, was even brighter than the sun!
This was my sixth visit to Guatemala (and the seventh of our parish community), and each time | go | am grateful for the
opportunity and it is wonderful to see how far we have come in these past 4 years. You are well aware of our microfinance
program, Amistad y Fe, a program that began with 20 participants, but which blossomed with 50 in just its second year.
Those loans were due this past week and it's expected that most of them will be repaid on time! And the happier news is
that the third round of loans will be disbursed in February and March, and that even more people are interested in our
program.

The benefits of this program are many. These people have become our friends and partners, and have grown closer to each
other through the formation process, the savings groups, and the community service that is a part of Amistad y Fe. We are
also all growing closer to Christ through our shared faith and the prayer that we offer for each other, and in the prayer that
we offer together during our visits!

| am also very pleased that our friendship with Santa Cruz deepens with each visit and that we are now going to begin
sharing ‘best practices’ of parish life with each other, attempting to learn about their way of catechizing, celebrating and
sharing faith within their parish community, as we share with them how we do this at Queenship of Mary. | believe that the
benefits of this will also be many!

So many people send their regards and gratitude to you, so many people are praying for us on a daily basis and are pleased
to call us friends. | hope that you know this, and this knowledge inspires you to grow in faith and to pray for our friends in
return.

The delegation returned safe and sound
from Guatemala. (Well at least we presume
they did as bulletin deadlines demand this to
be written before their actual return.) They
will in the coming weeks and on the website
tell us of the many highlights of their trip —
they’ve already shared some on the blog and
parish website. For example, one thing we
learned is that kids are kids no matter where
they are. The children in La Morena
surrounded delegate Richard Johnson as he
snapped pictures of them and then showed
them the pictures of themselves on his
camera. If you haven’t already done so,
check out the website for the picture of them
looking at pictures — it's charming!

One of the highlights for some of us who
remained home was a Skype meeting with
some of the pastoral council members and
the delegates. It was a rather unique
experience to talk with the mixed group. We
here at Queenship took the opportunity to
ask if the delegates were actually being
“‘good” and working. And of course, we
found out they were doing a good job as we
heard the immediate and sincere
acclamations such as “Si” and “muy bueno”.

They filled us in a little about the meeting
they had the previous evening concerning how
our two parishes can connect on a faith level.
It seems some of the discussion centered
around faith formation. In the past we've had
to have several Masses for the First
Communion students and our church is rather
full for the sacrament of Confirmation. They
have similar situations with even larger
numbers of students receiving sacraments!
The biggest surprise, however, was when they
mentioned that Padre Juan Jose on some
Sundays has more than 20 Baptisms!

LIFE CHOICES

As Catholics, we choose to support life, for many
women making that choice is often difficult. Life Choices
Resource Center located in Metuchen, NJ helps women
who are trying to make the right choice by offering a 24
hour hotline, counseling, free pregnancy tests, adoption
information and referral, and much more. They also
offer post abortion counseling for those needing
emotional healing because of an abortion.

TO YOUR HEALTH...

SELF-COMPASSION

Strive for more, work even harder, aim to be the best!
We live in a society that regularly sends us such
messages. Meanwhile, most of us don’t stop to
consider whether our goals are possible or whether
they would even bring us lasting happiness.
Research suggests that replacing self-esteem with
self-compassion may have far superior implications
for our mental health and well-being. Self-
compassion is, in a sense, taking on the attitude that
one might have toward a friend who has failed at
something. Rather than berating him, judging him,
and adding to his despair, we listen with empathy and
understanding, encourage him to remember that
mistakes are only normal, and validate his emotions
without adding fuel to the fire. Self-compassion is the
ability to act with ourselves as we would with such a
friend. This reminds me of the second greatest
commandment in Scripture: “Love your neighbor as
yourself.” Consider this: It's just as accurate if we
say “Love yourself as you love your neighbor.” Of
course we are assisted in this by following the
greatest commandment: Love God with your whole
heart, soul and mind.
