FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

Dear Parishioners,

Happy Epiphany! Today we celebrate the fact that Jesus
is revealed as a light for all nations, that Christ has come
for all peoples in every time and place! And with this, our
hearts rejoice and our celebration of Christmas continues!
Hopefully you are still celebrating the coming of our
Savior, hopefully your homes are still decorated and you
still feel the joy of His coming and are doing your best to
bring this to the people in your life!

There are two things of note this Epiphany: the first is that
there is a ‘new’ vigil Mass for this feast which comes to us
with the Third Edition of the Roman Missal. And so, if you
have celebrated with us at the 5:00PM Mass on
Saturday, then you will hear a different set of prayers
than will be prayed at our Sunday celebrations. The
second is that there is a new translation and now an
‘official’ version of ‘The Announcement of Easter and the
Moveable Feasts'. In the past this was sort of an option,
something not even found in the Roman Missal itself. But
now it is! And so we will proclaim this announcement at
our three Masses on Sunday, announcing to all of you the
date of Ash Wednesday, Easter, Ascension, Pentecost,
the Body and Blood of Jesus and Advent, the most
important dates on our liturgical calendar, connecting all
of these celebrations into one great celebration of our
faith!

To conclude our parish celebration of the Christmas
season we will once again be celebrating our annual
Christmas Pageant. Join us in church on Sunday,
January 8" at 4:00PM as our level one students lead us
in the story of our Savior’s Birth!

On this Epiphany Sunday | will also gather with our parish
staff to celebrate the Christmas season and to thank
them for their ministry among us. We always wait until
now, since things are a bit less hectic and since it is still
the Christmas season, it helps us to keep the celebration
going till now! So join me in thanking our parish staff for
their ministry and the service they provide on your behalf.
They work hard to provide you with wonderful service
and to build up our parish community, this dinner is just
one way to thank them for all that they do!

And as you heard at Mass, we are once again travelling
to Guatemala! Four of us will depart this coming Saturday
and spend 5 days among our friends. We will be working
to continue building upon the relationship we have with
the parish of Santa Cruz and with the people of La
Morena. | hope that you will pray for our safe and
successful mission and that you will follow our trip on our
parish website- be a part of the fun!

Delegation Heads To Guatemala!

Queenship of Mary is set to send its next
delegation to Chiquimulilla, Guatemala, Saturday,
January 14 — Wednesday, January 18. This
delegation includes Msgr. Robert Medley, Richard
Johnson, Grisselle Camacho and Regina Finn. All
are returning delegates with the exception of Regina
who will be representing the Parish from her unique
perspective as our Pastoral Associate responsible for
Religious Education.

“l am very excited to be part of this January
2012 trip to Guatemala. Being given the opportunity
to meet the people we have been praying for over the
past few years means a great deal to me; to see their
homes and their work; their children and community,
will give shape to the images | have formed about
them. | am hopeful that | will be able to give them a
sense of who we are as well. When | return, | am
hopeful that | will be able to share the stories of the
people | meet with the families of Queenship of Mary.
I am guessing that the similarities between us will
outweigh the differences, because we share the most
important aspect of our lives — our faith.”

The delegation will be checking in on the
progress of the Amistad y Fe at La Morena. The
second round has seen a greatly expanded level of
participation, with 49 loans awarded and a far greater
level of diversity, from small business to agriculture.
The participants have started savings groups and the
formation program has greatly expanded. The strong
bond of our Friendship and Faith will be shared in a
Mass that will be celebrated by Monsignor Robert at
La Morena on Sunday.

With Amistad y Fe beginning to work well on
its own, the Partnership has begun to move its focus
on deepening the relationship between the Parishes
of Santa Cruz and Queenship of Mary. The
delegation will be meeting with counterparts at the
Parish of Santa Cruz to explore how we can build our
relationship deeper and find other opportunities to
share our faith together.

Part of the delegation’s mission of
strengthening the relationship between our Parishes
will be getting to know Santa Cruz better and more
extensively. In addition to meeting with Reverend
Padre Juan José Jiménez, the pastor of Santa Cruz,
and the Pastoral Council, the delegation will be
traveling to see more of the vast area that forms the
Parish. For the first time since the early delegations,
Queenship of Mary representatives will travel to three
remote aldeas (small villages) within the bounds of
the Parish. These are the aldeas of San Miguel
Aroche, Tierra Blanquita and La Faja.
